Trial Format
This will NOT be a two ring trial and each ring will NOT run as a separate entity.  For the most part, Novice classes will run in one ring and Open and Elite will run in the other ring.  We will be using ELECTRONIC TIMING.
Entry and Entry Fees
To be accepted, entries must be complete, signed (by parent or legal guardian if handler is a minor), received by the closing date, and accompanied by the correct fees made payable to LEAP Agility.  Entry fees are $12 per class.  Overpayment of entry fees will not be refunded and underpayment of fees will not constitute a valid entry form.  Overnight entries MUST include a waiver of signature requirement.
Check-In and Starting Times
There will be a check-in each morning of the trial starting at 7:00 a.m. for only those dogs needing to be measured.  General and Judge's briefings will begin at approximately 7:45am, with the first class to start immediately thereafter.

Measuring
Dogs requiring measurement (jumping 4”, 8”, 12” & 16”) must be available for measurement at 7:00am unless they have a permanent card.  Dogs jumping 20” and 20+ do not need to be measured.




Help wanted!
Volunteers at agility trials are important to help the show run smoothly and efficiently.  All Dogs Leap Into Fun Agility would appreciate your helping out at our trial.  We will provide snacks and beverages to workers.  Remember each ring will run as a separate entity.  That means no ring conflicts.  If you can help out, fill out the section below and return with your entry.  Don't worry if you've never worked before - it's not complicated.  We’ll be happy to show you how to do the job!

Job descriptions:

Scribe:  The scribe marks the faults or points as directed by the judge.  You must be able to pay full attention to the judge and not the dog during a run.

Assistant Scribe:  The job requires making sure the scribe has the correct scribe sheet at all times.  Involves coordinating the scribe sheets with the gate steward and the scribe.

Timer:  The timer starts and stops the watch as the dog crosses the start/finish line.  You must be able to operate a stopwatch and pay attention to when the dog crosses the line.

Gate Steward:  Ensures dogs and handlers are ready at the start line and helps the scribe and/or assistant scribe match the running order on the gate steward sheets.

Ring Steward:  Resets jump bars for height changes and when knocked down; also straightens chute.  This job usually allows you to sit down and watch the dogs run.

Runner:  Takes the scribe sheet from the scribe and gives it to the score table and/or moves the leash from the start line to the finish line.  A great job for the new exhibitor as it allows you to watch the dogs run while you work.  May require substantial walking.

Scorer:  Calculates the scores from the scribe sheets and writes scores on the master score sheet.  This job requires basic math skills and/or the ability to use a calculator.

Course Builder:  Moves obstacles as directed by the chief course builder.  A great way to learn how to set course.

Entry Limits
Entries are limited to approximately 650 runs per day.  The cooperation of all exhibitors is appreciated to keep the trial running smoothly and efficiently.

Awards

Qualifying rosettes will be awarded to all dogs achieving a qualifying score.  Placement ribbons will be awarded to all dogs placing 1st through 4th in each class and jump height.  Ribbons must be picked up during the weekend.  Ribbons WILL NOT be mailed.

NADAC Registration of Dogs
All dogs must be registered with NADAC and have a valid registration number before entries will be accepted.  Pending numbers will not be accepted. NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS
Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of ASCA/NADAC rules and regulations including but not limited to the following rules regarding entry:

*
This test is open to all dogs at least 18 months of age, including purebred and non-purebred.

*
Bitches in heat, lame or blind dogs are ineligible for entry, as is any dog with a deformity which may cause a judge to not be able to reasonably assess the dog's ability to function and perform agility obstacles safely, and in a manner that is in the best interest, health and welfare of the dog.  Any dog which demonstrates aggression towards any person or any dog, whether inside or outside the ring, must be excused from the agility trial.  Any dog which the judge feels is not in enough control to perform all obstacles in a safe manner will be excused from the agility trial.

*
All dogs must be registered with NADAC in order to compete in sanctioned events. Go to www.nadac.com to get registration information.   Handlers do not need to be ASCA or NADAC members.

*
Agility obstacles shall be chosen from those described in the current edition of NADAC Official Rules and Regulations

*
Safety shall always be of foremost consideration at all times.  Handlers through entry at this event accept full responsibility for themselves and the actions of their dogs and/or children and guests.  No entry fees will be refunded to any exhibitor asked to leave due to unsafe or disruptive behavior. 

*
No leads, collars, food, toys, or other aids or devices will be permitted on the course at any time.

*
The organizing committee may refuse any entry for any reason.  Anyone not in good standing with ASCA and/or NADAC will not be allowed entry into this trial.

*
No entries may be accepted, changed, altered or withdrawn for any reason after the closing date.

*
There shall be no refunds for entries withdrawn after the closing date or in the event a dog and/or handler are dismissed from competition, regardless of reason for such dismissal; however, a partial refund may be given after the closing date due to a dog's injury and/or illness or for bitches that come into season upon written notice to the secretary prior to March 10, 2006.

This event will be held indoors.  The surface is arena dirt.

The crating area is limited.  We ask that crates be stacked.  Only high occupancy ex-pens will be allowed.  The notice when grounds will be available for setup will be sent with the confirmation letter.

Always clean up after your dog(s).  Anyone who does not clean up after their dog(s) at the trial site or hotel will be asked to leave.  No entry fees will be refunded to any exhibitor asked to leave due to failure to clean up after their dog(s).  DO NOT ALLOW YOUR DOGS TO URINATE ON THE ARENA BUILDINGS!

Vehicles must only be parked in the designated parking areas.  No entry fees will be refunded to any exhibitor asked to leave due to failure to park in the designated parking area.

NEW CATEGORIES AND CLASS INFORMATION
As part of your entry form, you will be asked to circle one of two categories, Skilled and Proficient.  Here is a description of those categories from NADAC:

Proficient/Skilled Categories:

Each class will be split into two categories, Proficient and Skilled.  In the Skilled Category, dogs may jump 4” lower than indicated by the current jump height table.   (No dog may jump less than 4”).

In the Regular Agility class, dogs entered in the Skilled Category may incur 5 or fewer faults, and earn a 5 pt. qualifying round.  In the Proficient Category a qualifying round must be clean and will earn 10 pts.  There is no 5 pt. qualifying round in this category.

Jump Heights- Skilled Category:

Any dog entering the Skilled Category may jump one jump height lower than the heights listed in the table in the NADAC rules published at: http://www.nadac.com/Rules_for_NADAC_trials.htm#_Jump_Heights
1.  Only dogs that have a wither height of 18” and under are required to be measured.  Dogs jumping 20” and 20+ are not required to be measured, including Veteran dogs that jump 16”.  Any exhibitor may request to have their dog measured to determine whether or not the dog should be entered at 0” or 20+, but no height card will be issued for any dog jumping 20” or 20+.No dog may jump lower than 4”.
 

2.   There are five Standard Division-Proficient jump heights:  8”, 12”, 16”, 20”, 20+.  There are six Standard Division-Skilled jump heights 4”, 8”, 12”, 16”, 20”, 20+.
 

3. There is no 4” Standard Division-Proficient jump height.  The 4” Proficient height is for veteran dogs/handlers, disabled handlers and junior handlers only.  In the Skilled category, 8” dogs may choose to jump 4” as their standard jump height.
You will also notice that there is a new class listed in our premium, the Wild Card Class.  Here is a description of that class from NADAC:

Non-Jumping Classes--Veteran or Disabled Handler

Handlers aged 60 yrs. or older, or who have a disability that restricts mobility, may opt to enter the non-jumping classes as a Veteran Handler and receive 10% more standard course time.  In the non-jumping classes, this option is for Veteran/Disabled handlers only.  The Veteran/Disabled handler division is to give additional time allowance to handlers, because of their age or mobility limitations.

When entering as a Veteran/Disabled Handler, you must enter all dogs in all classes for the entire trial in this Division.
Wild Card Class—Gamblers Certification

During the 2006 year, handlers may complete Gamblers certification titles via the Wild Card class.  This class will be set for Novice, Open and Elite separately.

Exhibitors do not have to name a “type” of test you are going to try for.  There is no more tracking of gamble “types”.  You do not have to start at the Novice level.  You may enter at the level you are currently seeking points for Gamble certification titles.  

The Wild Card class is a test of distance, directional, and discrimination skills (referred to as DD&D).  The dog and handler will have 40 seconds on the course.  The course will be divided into two sections, the opening area obstacles and the DD&D obstacles.  There will be a line between the two sections.

At some point during the 40 second time frame allowed, the handler will send the dog across the line to begin the DD&D test.  Only the dog may cross the line, as the handler may not cross or touch the line at any time during the test.  All of the obstacles on the dog’s side of the line are like cards in a deck.  The handler may give verbal and body language cues to direct the dog to the obstacles “cards” of the handler’s choice, but the dog MIGHT select a different “card” from the stack and therefore change the “hand” that must now be played to the best of the dog and handler’s skill level.

Handlers may attempt the DD&D test at any time.  They may enter the ring and start immediately, or warm up and then attempt the test.  The handler must have the dog across the finish line before the allotted 40 seconds is up, in order for the Wild Card points to count.

A handler may train in the ring, however, if the dog successfully completes a gamble test, that gamble does not count for qualifying points.  If a handler performs the gamble and then proceeds to train, that gamble does not count for qualifying points.

If the handler walks to the start line and says “training”, the judge would certainly allow for the handler to hold a dog on a contact obstacle without flowing to the next obstacle, or pet the dog, or stop and praise.  A handler might do an obstacle a multiple number of times, although not back-to-back.  There may be no back-to-back obstacles or intentional sequences of less than 18 feet between obstacles.  Dogs do sometimes “pick” sequences that are different from a handler’s selected course.  The judge will not ask the team to leave  in these circumstances as long as it didn’t appear that the handler  intentionally asked the dog to perform “tighter than NADAC” space sequences,  and the dog did perform the  obstacles in a safe manner. The judge’s role is to validate a successful gamble sequence by indicating such to the scribe, and to be sure that the dogs are being handled in a safe manner.  The judge shall report any instances of poor sportsmanlike behavior or mistreatment of dogs.  The judge may ask the handler to leave the ring if the judge does not believe that the dog is performing obstacles in a safe manner or is not adequately prepared to be in the ring.

The Wild Card class is strictly a Pass/Fail recording.  The SCT will be 40 seconds.  If the dog does not go overtime, then its time will be recorded as 40 seconds.  If the dog goes over time, then the time will be recorded as 41 seconds.  Those will be the only two times recorded, 40 or 41.  Qualifying ribbons will be awarded, but there will be no placement ribbons.  

For each qualifying round, the dog will earn 10 (ten) points towards their Gamblers certification.  

In all divisions and categories, certification in the Gamblers Classes requires 30 points.
