Pre-entries will be accepted with postmarks between July 1 and July 22, 

2010 
All entry fees are non-refundable unless there is an entry to replace it on 

the waiting list. 
Livestock will be: 

3 Beef Cattle per run $55 (maximum of 12 runs per trial) 
3-5 Cheviot or Katahdin sheep per run $45 (maximum of 15-21runs per 

trial) 
5 Indian Runner or Call ducks per run $30 (maximum of 16 runs per trial) 

Add $5 to each entry fee after Pre-entries close. 
 

• If livestock is injured by a dog, the owner/handler will be responsible 
for any veterinary expenses and/or the replacement cost of the 

livestock and any associated disposal fees.  Replacement costs for 
ducks will be $25 each, sheep will be $175 each, and cattle will be 

$800 per head.
